Important Notes for the College and Major: 
• Grade requirements: C- or better in all lower division math and science coursework

• See a sample degree plan by searching “Mathematics” at admissions.oregonstate.edu/find-your-major

• Option not required. Select from: Applied and Computational Mathematics, Mathematical Biology,

Secondary Teaching Emphasis, Statistics
• Other similar majors to explore: Physics, Engineering, and Economics
• Math, Chemistry and some Baccalaureate Core are priority courses to complete before transferring to OSU.

• It is required for Mathematics majors to take two courses from a sequence in one of the following subjects:

Physics (strongly recommended), Biology, Chemistry, or Geology.
• It is important to speak with a College of Science Advisor early on, and often, to ensure correct course

selection and sequencing.
Resources and OSU Information: 

• Students do not have to complete a transfer degree in order to transfer to OSU.

o If you’ve completed the Oregon AAOT, all requirements of the Baccalaureate Core are complete
except for Synthesis Courses and Writing Intensive Courses.
